PREPOSITIONAL PHRASES
A prepositional phrase starts with a preposition and ends with noun (or a pronoun).

EXAMPLES

· The man on the radio has a boring voice.
(This prepositional phrase describes the noun man.)

· Lee caught a small catfish with utmost pride. 

(This prepositional phrase modifies the verb caught.)

· Before the war, Lee played football for the University of South Carolina.
(This prepositional phrase modifies the verb played.)
